All personnel in the Battalion will be assigned to one of four training companies (Alpha,
Bravo, Charlie, or Delta) when they arrive. The training companies execute a 13 week training
cycle every three to five months. Due to the vast majority of the recruits attending training
during the summertime, the Battalion is typically busiest from June to October of each year.
Most personnel join the Battalion in the summer during this busy period — so be prepared to hit
the ground running.
